Katie Evans Memorial Scholarship
2008 Guidelines

Purpose

The Katie Evans Memorial Scholarship was established to recognize a current outstanding graduate student nearing completion of his/her studies in the Robert Stempel School of Public Health (SSPH) at Florida International University (FIU). Students who desire to pursue experience in the international public health field upon graduation, whether working domestically or abroad on policy/programs that have an international focus, are encouraged to apply for this scholarship. The award was officially established in December 2007 by family and friends, in loving memory of Katie Evans (MPH, 2006).
During her academic career at FIU, Katie Evans was a warm, dedicated and enthusiastic presence in the SSPH community. Katie initiated many reforms that continue to shape the mission of the school and its master’s degree program. A graduate assistant awarded a full academic scholarship, Katie Evans helped to establish the Stempel Public Health Association (SPHA) and the Alpha Omega (AO) Chapter of the Delta Omega Honor Society in Public Health. After serving as president of SPHA, Katie became the founding vice-president of AO, as well as an inaugural student member. Upon graduation from FIU, Katie Evans, a former Peace Corps Bangladesh volunteer, continued to pursue her interest in international public health. She was awarded an international fellowship from the Coca-Cola Foundation to live and work in Romania. Beginning in June 2006, Katie was the project director of the HIV/AIDS and Family Violence Outreach Program for the International Orthodox Christian Charities (IOCC) in Romania. While in Romania, Katie was an active member of SPHA and AO, detailing her experiences in Romania for former, current and prospective SSPH students, and participating in AO meetings and future planning. 
Description

The Katie Evans Memorial Scholarship awards a plaque and a one-time stipend of $1,500 for the purpose of supplementing the personal and professional expenses of a SSPH graduate student whose personal character, experiences, and commitment to work in the international field of public health invoke Katie’s spirit, life, and work. 
Criteria

In order to be eligible, the applicant must 
· be a fully admitted graduate student of the Robert Stempel School of Public Health (SSPH); 
· demonstrate a strong desire to pursue an international public health experience; 
· be actively pursuing or have already received a commitment to work, upon graduation, in the field of international public health;

· be enrolled in at least six credits in the spring 2008 semester;

· utilize the scholarship within six months of receiving it, to offset the cost of the experience. 
The recipient of the award must also prepare a short description of his/her experience upon returning from abroad, to be presented to the scholarship selection committee.
Application Process

· Compose a brief narrative (approximately 400 words) detailing why you are interested in international public health, what experience in the field you intend to pursue within the next six months, how you intend to pursue that experience, and how you will use the stipend to offset the costs to pursue your experience.

Selection Process

· The nine-member coalition that has privately funded and administered the scholarship will collectively select the 2008 award winner.

· Five finalists will be notified via email on February 25, 2008 and invited to attend the 2008 FIU SSPH Alumni Event on March 7, 2008.

· Public announcement of the scholarship winner will be made on March 7, 2008 at the FIU SSPH Alumni Event.
